What are the Basic Guidelines?

The Parade of Homes participation rules are to ensure a 
positive experience for our visitors, which will bring them 
back again and again. A few of them are listed below, but 
the complete list of rules can be found on the Participation 
Agreement.

Only Licensed builder members in good standing •	
of the Home Builders Asscociation of Greater Grand 
Rapids are eligible for entry in the Parade of Homes.
All Parade Homes are open and staffed during all •	
published open hours .
Only members in good standing of the Home •	
Builders Association of Greater Grand Rapids are able 
to advertise on the exterior and interior of the Parade 
Home Premises. 
All Parade Homes will be safe for visitors and could •	
qualify for a certificate of occupancy. Builder will have 
liability insurance in the amount of $1,000,000.
Parade Homes have never been lived  other than by the •	
original builder for less than six months  prior to the tour, 
and are new builds or remodels.
